They have
a new head coach and should get off to a fine start, probably sweeping the non-conf games,
giving them a ton of confidence for the Big 10 season. Unfortunately, they’re in a rebuilding year
with just 13 starters back while losing 21 lettermen. They do have a lot of ground to make up
in Big 10 play as they were outgained by 119.8 ypg last year. Despite the early season success,
it will likely be another rebuilding season.
