They finished
6-6 despite having to face #4 Miami, #10 Tennessee, #17 Fresno and #6 Auburn in four consecu-
tive weeks. They lose Ryan Moats but should get back to the pass-happy offense of years’ past
and have good talent on the defensive side of the ball. With an easier schedule than last year, LT
has a great shot at finishing in the upper half of the WAC and getting their first bowl bid in 4 years.
