14 starters and the 14 lettermen lost tie for the fewest in the league. Last year they outgained MAC
foes by 128 ypg, the best mark in the conference. While they do draw a tough interdivisional game
by having to travel to BG, they get their key MAC West game at home vs N Illinois and have simply
beaten the Huskies 11 straight years. We’ll put Toledo in the MAC Title game for the 4th time in
Amstutz’s five years and give them a shot at an unbeaten MAC season.

This year we feel
the top 4 teams of the Big 12 South are the best in the league and all 4 rate as, at least, a
darkhorse National Title contender. Tech could easily be 6-0 when they travel to face Texas on
Oct 22nd and they get big games vs Texas A&M and Oklahoma at home. The top 4 in the South
are as tough as any division in the NCAA but Leach has one of his best teams. Tech’s best record
in conf play, since they joined the Big 12, has been 5-3 and we will have them top that this year.
TT hasn’t won 10 regular season games since 1976 but we give them an excellent shot of
matching that total this year, which makes them Darkhorse National Title contenders.

This year the D is
not as strong, as they lose all four DL starters. The O-line is also in question with a combined
12 starts among both lines returning. While Troy does benefit from their extra bowl practices,
our concern is with the line play and tougher schedule with four SBC opponents on the road.
That has us calling for them to drop in the SBC standings this year.
