Since Mike Price took over, and continuing through Bill Doba, whenever WSU has had 13+
starters returning, they’ve had a winning record and gotten to a bowl, including an amazing
three straight 10 win seasons from 2001 to 2003. Last year they were in a rebuilding mode with
just 6 starters back and slipped to 5-6 but lost some close games they could easily have won.
WSU was outgained by 43 ypg in league play. This year WSU’s a far more veteran team, and
keep in mind last year they lost QB Swogger at midseason. They top the magical 13 returning
starters and have a very soft non-conf schedule, which should have them a healthy 3-0
opening Pac 10 play and full of confidence.

With LY’s SU loss, UW went winless in conf play for the 1st time S/’73.

The Huskies did not catch any breaks under Keith Gilbertson in 2002 or 2003. The team was
decimated by injuries and also put on probation while they only had 7 seniors in the 2 deep last year,
which was the fewest in the Pac 10. Turnovers killed them as they were -19 and lost 3 Pac 10 games
they could easily have won. At one point the receivers, OL, DL and LB’s were so banged up that all
5 of their captains were on the sidelines with injuries. They have 19 returning starters and if they have
some early season success vs a softer schedule, they may buy into Willingham’s program. The
Huskies have our #4 defense in the Pac 10. The Huskies were just 1-10 last year, their first losing
season in 27 years. This team is actually capable of getting back to the plus side of the ledger.

Last year they were simply 1-10 and outgained
by 152.1 ypg, the worst in the MAC. They lose 22 lettermen which is the highest in the league and have
just 21 upperclassmen in the 2 deep, the 2nd lowest. While that appears to point toward another
miserable year, WM actually has 15 returning starters, including QB Cubit and WR Jennings, plus our
#3 rated OLine. They also were -13 in turnovers last year which means better things should be in the
offing. Another positive for WM is the fact that they lost a lot of close games last season. They gave
up a TD to Illinois with 1:02 left, losing by 3, had the ball and the lead late vs EM but fumbled and then
allowed a TD pass with :21 left and an OT loss to CM as well. All 5 of WM’s home games this year fall
into winnable categories and this should be the team with the best improved record in the MAC for ‘05.
